ABSTRACT SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

1. Eligibility

i. Abstracts and topics of Innovations, must present research findings that align with and promote the objectives of the Lake Region Economic Bloc (LREB).
ii. Only submissions from universities and higher institutions of learning within the bloc will be considered.
iii. Each institution may submit multiple abstracts provided they fall within the conference thematic areas.

2. Thematic Areas

Submissions should relate to one or more of the following themes:
a) Agriculture and Food Security
b) Health and Well-being
c) Infrastructure and Sustainable Urban Development
d) Trade, Investment, and Industrialization
e) Environmental Conservation and Climate Resilience
f) Education, Skills Development, and Innovation

3. Abstract Format
a) Title: Maximum of 20 words, concise and descriptive.
b) Authors: List all authors with institutional affiliation(s) and email address of the corresponding author.
c) Abstract Body:
i. Maximum 300 words.
ii. Structure: Background, Objectives, Methodology, Key Findings, Conclusion/Implications.
iii. Do not include tables, figures, or references.
d) Keywords: Provide 3–5 keywords.

4. Submission Process
i. Abstracts should be submitted electronically in MS Word format (.doc/.docx).
ii. File name format: InstitutionName_AuthorSurname_Theme.docx
iii. Submissions should be sent via email to: mmustlreb2026@mmust.ac.ke 
iv. Each institution is required to submit through the nominated focal officer for coordination.


5. Review Process
i. All abstracts will undergo peer review by the Conference Scientific Committee.
ii. Selection will be based on relevance to LREB objectives, originality, scientific quality, and potential impact.
iii. Authors of accepted abstracts will be notified and may be invited to present either orally or as posters.

i. Deadline for abstract submission: 11th May 2026
ii. Notification of acceptance: 18th May 2026
iii. Full paper submission (where applicable): 22nd May 2026

i. Oral presentations: 15 minutes including Q&A.
ii. Poster presentations: Maximum size A0 (84 cm × 118 cm), portrait orientation.
